2014-2015 Grant Summary: 
· 21st Century Mobile Technology: $18,000 for six mobile Presentation/Monitor Stations to be housed in the IMCs of all six schools. The technology helps to facilitate collaborative small group student learning in the classrooms.

· Science, Technology, Engineering & Math (STEM): 

· Math Textbooks: $60,000 to cover a portion of the district’s initiative to update the mathematics curriculum resources.  These funds will assist in updating the mathematics resources across the entire middle school curriculum, as well as the advanced mathematics courses at the high school.
· Science Equipment: $8,000 for additional Vernier Interface Units to be used in all the HHS Science classrooms with a variety of measuring devices.  

· 4K Curriculum and Classroom Technology Support: $38,500 to purchase curriculum resources, math manipulatives, supportive emotional learning resources, classroom libraries, plus classroom technology all in support of the new 4K Classrooms at the three elementary schools.
· Enhance Elementary Classroom Libraries:  $21,000 to meet the continued needs for resources to support Reader’s Workshop in all three elementary schools. 

· FitnessGram for Physical Education (K-12): $11,366 to implement a new comprehensive educational, reporting and promotional tool to assess physical fitness and physical activity levels for children.  It is the most widely used children’s health-related physical fitness assessment in the world. 
· Professional Development: $32,500 in annual support as discretionary funds for the building principals to meet School Growth Plan Achievement Goals at each of the six schools.

· HHS Writing Lab: $30,000 to support the Sydney Lauren Tabakin Writing Lab.

· Musical Arts Program - $11,000 for repairs to the Steinway Concert Grand Piano at the high school.  This instrument is used onstage in nearly all MTSD district performance concerts needing a piano, affecting performances for untold numbers of district students. 
· Donor Designated Donations: $49,540 for a wide variety of donor designated projects and equipment. 
· Teacher Awards: $3,000 in Excellence in Teaching Awards.
